How Donations to UWENM Impact Our Community 



2-1-1—Every day people are faced with problems that they need a bit of help solving. 
Finding help for those problems can be frustrating and difficult when they don’t know who to 
call and where to find the help. 2-1-1 is a free service of UWENM, we refer callers to the 
programs, churches, and non-profits that can help. In 2018, over 2,200 callers were directed 
to bill pay assistance, food, clothing, transportation, and more. 

 

Game Changers & Winter Warmth & EFSP— 2018 is our sixth year to provide direct 
financial assistance to local residents in need. We use Game Changer Funds in partnership 
with local organizations and churches to “finish the job” of helping someone in need. 
Because of our Game Changer work we received almost $22,000 in Emergency Food and 
Shelter Programs funds and therefore we helped an additional 118 families with utilities and 
rent. In TOTAL 422 families were assisted: 153 birth certificates or ID; 8 House Repairs; 54 
Bus Passes; 54 assisted w/ Rent; 86 w/ utilities. 

Successful You Career Closet— is a boutique style service for women needing interview 
attire or appropriate office wear for a new job. In 2018, 40 women put their best foot forward 
to a new more-successful future with donated gently-used clothing from our Career Closets 
in Clovis and Portales. 

Charity Tracker—  is a shared database that was put in place to connect various 
benevolence and direct services providers (churches, non-profits and community groups). 
The purpose of the shared database is to promote collaboration and reduce duplication of 
services. 
 

Reality Check Day— This experiential learning program gives our young people a glimpse 
of adult financial responsibilities.  In partnership with local bank sponsors and over 100 loyal 
volunteers, we are bringing this program to 6 high schools and over 900 students this 
school year. Reality Check Day gives our young people the awareness of the financial 
pitfalls and challenges that lay ahead. 
 

Portales TEFAP Feeding Hungry People—United Way of Eastern New Mexico with a 

coalition of civic and church groups are in our second year of providing groceries to 

vulnerable families in Roosevelt County. UWENM and our partners (Central Christian 

Church, Portales Rotary Club, Altrusa Club of Portales, ENMU Women, ENMU Athletics, 

CAFB volunteers, Portales Kiwanis, and First Baptist Church) are sharing the load of this 

important feeding program that provides supplemental nutrition to 200 low income families 

each month. 

 

Volunteer Action Center—United Way of Eastern New Mexico created the Volunteer 

Action Center in November 2015 with a grant from Cummins Foundation. In 2018, over 600 

volunteers have utilized our services and contributed over 4,000 hours to our local 

community projects at 50 agencies. www.VolunteerENM.org is how our local people can 

readily give back to agencies and neighbors in need of their time and talents.
